RE: Repeal of Ordinance No. 2355 - Telecommunications Towers

Aside from being listed as a special use in all zoning districts, Columbia’s primary regulations on
telecommunications towers are found in the Subdivision Code. This regulatory approach has
limited effectiveness for two main reasons: (1) there are no supplemental standards in the
Zoning Code to guide special use approvals; (2) the regulations found in the Subdivision Code
are only applicable when there is a division of land, which is seldom the case with such
approvals. In light of a recent case heard by the Monroe County Planning Commission for a
telecommunications tower proposed just outside city limits, staff began considering options to
strengthen our controls.

It was quickly discovered that Columbia previously regulated these facilities through the Zoning
Code. However, the attached Ordinance No. 2355 was passed on an emergency basis on May
2, 2005, the same day the Monroe County Commission approved such a tower for property
adjoining city limits. The ordinance purported to amend the Comprehensive Plan and transfer
the telecommunication regulations from the Zoning Code to the Subdivision Code, which was
intended to extend control to Columbia’s 1.5-mile subdivision jurisdiction. This immediately
raised red flags because the timing meant that the statutory requirements for public notice,
public hearing, and Plan Commission recommendation could not have been satisfied in
amending these three documents. A review of meeting minutes verified this. Furthermore, the
lllinois zoning enabling statute (65 ILCS 5/11-13 et seq.) provides that “No municipality may
exercise any power set forth in this Division 13 outside the corporate limits of the municipality
with respect to a facility of a telecommunications carrier defined in Section 5-12001.1 of the
Counties Code.”

The City Attorney has recommended repealing Ordinance No. 2355 as an invalid ordinance,
which will return the “Telecommunications Antennas and Support Structure Ordinance of the
City of Columbia, lllinois” back to Section 17.42.060 of the Zoning Code and re-establish
reasonable controls over such uses. No action of the Plan Commission is necessary. However,
a motion indicating support for the repeal of Ordinance No. 2355 would be appropriate.
